MOLDOVA MISSION 
It was challenging and rewarding to join with 6 
other evangelists for a preaching mission in the 
central regions of Moldova back in November. 
Sandwiched between Romania and Ukraine, 
Moldova emerged as an independent republic 
following the collapse of the Soviet Union in 1991. 
It is one of the poorest countries in Europe, with 
its economy relying heavily on agriculture, and 
staying there was a real eye-opener. 

 
 

We evangelists split into teams of two plus an 
interpreter, and altogether spoke at 124 meetings 
in homes, schools, prisons etc with over 900 non-
Christians hearing the gospel and over 300 of 
those making a commitment to Christ. A great 
experience and fantastic opportunity.
