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THE NET (OUTREACH TO MEN): 
The Net is a monthly outreach to men. Many of 
those invited along are unchurched, i.e. a work 
colleague, a neighbour or a family member who 
isn’t interested in Sunday Church. For some of 
them this may be their first, and possibly only, 
contact with Christianity. The activities are varied; 
a Curry Evening or a BBQ or a Blues Night etc. 
and at each event we have a guest speaker who 
will share a gospel message or testimony.  
To continue the fishing analogy; the ‘bait’ is the 
activity, and the ‘hook’ is the gospel.

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MOLDOVAN MISSION: 
This was my seventh trip to Moldova and once again it did not disappoint!

Our main remit was to preach at 2-4 house meetings a day, although this 
sometimes grew to 5 or 6 each day! However, variety is a word which 
springs to mind when you want to describe a mission in Moldova and 
during the week we also spoke in a number of Churches, in two factories, at 
a funeral wake and in a town council building, with the incumbent Mayor 
and her staff in attendance. The nine-day mission finished with a large 
outdoor meeting organised by the combined Churches of the Cahul area. It 
was a real thrill to preach to so many people on a glorious, sunny, Sunday 
afternoon.  
An appeal to follow Christ was made at each meeting and it was a joy to see 
so many responses. The local Pastors will do the hard work of following up 
all those who indicated an interest and many will attend a discipleship 
course. In Moldova, when someone is baptised by immersion in an 
Evangelical Church, they are seen to be rejecting the commonly accepted 
form of religion, which is Eastern Orthodox Christianity. A frequent result 
of conversion and baptism is persecution from the village priests, family 
members, employers, and the community. Please continue to pray for these 
vulnerable, new believers.
